ICE SHOW COSTUME MEASUREMENTS
LEARN TO SKATE

The example below shows how to measure for the
skater’s costume. Please be as accurate as possible.
It is very helpful to include the skater’s age and
clothing size. We will allow for growing! Thank you
for your help. We are looking forward to another
great show.

1. Torso: From front shoulder round the crotch to back shoulder

2. Chest: Measure at the fullest portion of chest

3. Waist: Taken around the natural waistline just below your belly button.
4. Hips: At the fullest portion of the hip area.
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
